The Workers Solidarity Coalition (WSC) is the UNC organization devoted to promoting respect for workers, strengthening solidarity with their struggles for an equitable, just and fair workplace, and building a workers solidarity movement.

Our membership includes representatives of campus and community organizations and individuals committed to our mission.  We are low-paid campus workers, members of UE150 and 150A, staff, faculty, undergraduate and graduate students, and members of the community.

We recognize that in order to build a real solidarity movement we must work to overcome all of the prejudices of class, race, and gender that destroy solidarity and justify the oppression and exploitation of workers. 

The primary mission of the Workers Solidarity Coalition will be to organize support for the struggles of campus workers.  Those activities will include programs to promote respect for workers and educate the campus community about the workers' struggles, as well as to organize direct support for the workers and their unions, UE Local 150 and UE Local 150A.  

The WSC will also conduct programs to educate the campus community about the history of workers struggles and will organize support, to the extent possible, of other labor organizing efforts outside the campus.

In all of the work we do to support campus workers we will look to the workers themselves for guidance and leadership.

The goal of all our efforts will be to build a workers solidarity movement at UNC and to encourage an institutional culture throughout the University that makes the well being of workers just as important as the needs of students and faculty.
