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a great day

Two first time filmmakers meet by chance at the Miami Airport on their way to the Havana Film Festival. After ten years of work, the two filmmakers, Laurie Ann Schag and Casey Stoll, have produced an extraordinary touching and candid documentary which captures the multifaceted and surprisingly upbeat view of Cuba through the eyes of ten Cuban artists. The performers include musicians, sculptors, a painter, a poet, an actor, a performance artist, and a filmmaker who have chosen to stay in their homeland, while hundreds of others fled. Interweaving still photography, videotape and interviews with diverse musical performances by folk-rock singer CARLOS VARELA, the Afro-Cuban jazz fusion bank SINTESIS, traditional son guitarist COMPANY SEGUNDO, folk-rock icon PABLO MILANES and the salsa super-stars LOS VAN VAN and ISAAC DELAGADO, the film documents the politics, culture and daily life of contemporary Cuba. In addition to talking about their art, performers talk about Cuba and share their enthusiasm and frustrations with their enigmatic city, Havana. Actor JORGE PERUGORRIA (Honey for Oshun) notes that when he travels to other countries, he is glad to get home to Cuba, "where people touch each other."
