Areas of Need that would benefit from outside financial support:

1. Need-based financial aid
- Teaching Fellows program was cut

[bookmark: _GoBack]2. Enrichment opportunity funding
- Student Enrichment Fund
- Study Abroad scholarships
- Summer experience (internships, research, international travel) funding

3. Emergency Fund

4. Faculty Endowments
- Individuals and organizations can endow a professorship (I believe)

5. Libraries
- Davis Library I believe will only be open until midnight next year rather than 2am.

6. Green Revolving Loan Fund
- Money goes into energy efficiency projects on campus
- These projects pay for themselves within a few years
- Money returns to the revolving loan fund to pay for increased energy-saving measures
- Right now it’s in a strange position – the projects its funding are in new buildings that haven’t been finished yet – therefore savings won’t be realized for a number of years.

7. Academic Advising
- There simply aren’t as many academic advisors as a university like UNC should have
- Biggest obstacle is funding


Advocacy points for parents to the General Assembly/Board of Governors

1. Need-based financial aid
- Is not just for “poor students”
- Focus on the importance of their students going to school with students from all different backgrounds

2. Rising costs of tuition may still be low relative to other universities in the country, but still expensive compared to the rest of North Carolina

3. Unique position to be able to advocate for entire system
- May have graduated from another UNC system school
- May have students at another UNC system school

4. Emphasize importance of maintaining the university for economic welfare of the state
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
