Because every picture tells a story. And its worth? A thousand words.
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Each week’s worth of cranes
was carefully folded into a blue
plastic New York Times wrapper
and each stored in a wooden
crate she found at the Scrap Ex-
change in Durham.

She has kept them in or-
der and on this Jan. 20, a few
hours after President Barack
Obama makes his first address
to the nation, she (and a dozen
friends) will take her bagged
and boxed cranes to the Car-
rboro Century Center where

she will remove them, blow
breath into each one so they
become 3-dimensional and
place them on the floor, begin-
ning with the first one in the
center, into a three-circle Cre-
tan labyrinth with four-foot
aisles between the circles, that
will be on display for 90 min-
utes for community members
to experience.

She hopes people will stop
by on their way to inaugural
parties or on their way home
from work.

“The labyrinth is the perfect
metaphor; you walk into it, you
walk out of it. It was a step I

could make that was positive,”

She chose cranes for their
qualities of hope, harmony, good
luck and longevity. “They’re a
symbol of holding onto some-
thing good,” she said.

What a nice image for sur-
rounding ourselves in as one jour-
ney ends and a new one begins.

“I'm so much calmer now
and it’s so much easier because
there’s this real end to it,”
Levinsohn said.
