Homecoming

Outcomes:
· The Homecoming  Committee should continue to be organized by the CAA 

· The Homecoming Committee will include three Student Government Appointed representatives (one for the Executive Branch, Congress, and the GPSF) and one CUAB appointed representative 

· The Concert Commitee should be a sub-committee of the Homecoming Commitee 

· The composition of the Concert Committee will be:

2 Co-chairs - one from the CAA and one from CUAB
3 CUAB Members, including the President of CUAB
1 Executive Branch Representative 
1 Senior Class Representative 
1 GPSF Representative 
1 GAA Representative
1 Student Congress Representative

· Financing for the Homecoming concert will continue to be the responsibility of the CAA 

· Decision making power for the Homecoming concert will be vested in the Concert Committee 


Tickets

1) CAA Tickets

Outcomes
· The CAA will consider the issue, come up with a set number of tickets for Cabinet members, and communicate with the Athletic department to ensure that the balance of CAA tickets become available as student seating 

· Changes to this policy would take effect until next year 


2) Ceiling fan lists

Outcomes
· Will and Jenn will work together immediately to ensure greater publicity of ceiling fan lists among graduate and professional students 

· Will will speak with the ticket office about keeping two seperate categories of ceiling fan lists: one for undergrads and one for graduate and professional students 

· The CAA will come to Congress every Spring with a general plan of their activities before substantive changes are made in the summer 


Structural Adjustment, Operations and Finance

1) CAA - Student Government Relations

Outcomes
· To improve the relationship between the CAA and Student Government, the CAA President should be made an ex-officio VP or special assistant to the Student Body President. 

· The CAA Academic Liaison will also serve in the Executive Branch Cabinet 


2) Finance

Outcomes
· Funds raised by the CAA and those given to the CAA by the Athletic Department are Generated Funds and cannot be used for (1) personal gain or (2) payment to an ex-employee 

· If Athletic Department funding is conditional on a certain group of people participating in an activity deemed to be for "personal gain," the CAA must not handle the funds directly.  The Athletic Department must pay for the activity directly. 

· The CAA should establish rules and guidelines concerning accptable expenditures 

· The Treasurer of the CAA is ultimately responsible for ensuring that these guidelines are upheld and in accordance with the Student Code 

· Once Athletic Department funds are transfered to the CAA, they are under the purvue of the Treasurer to be spent according to CAA guidelines and the Student Code
