EXECUTIVE ORDER 00-001

ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESIDENT’S COMMITTEE ON ACADEMIC AFFAIRS

Title 1, Article III, Section 3I of the Code of Permanent Laws of the Student Government at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill gives the Student Body President the ability to establish subsidiary bodies to him to aid him in his duties.  Pursuant to Title 1, Article III, Section 3I, I hereby create the President’s committee on Academic Affairs.  The mission statement of the Academic Affairs Committee is as follows:

“The Academic Affairs Committee promotes the constant enhancement of the educational experiences at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  As academics are the foremost concern and common thread among students, faculty and administration, this committee strives to create, maintain, and improve academic opportunities for every UNC student.  Goals 

for this committee include a range of challenges from improving the Carolina Testing and Orientation Programs (C-TOPS) to evaluating and simplifying graduation requirements. The Academic Affairs Committee will also research ways to give students more credit for Advanced Placement hours, strive to create more majors, minors, and the opportunity for a double minor, and assess the minimum standards of teaching resources.  In addition, this committee will seek to create a Life Skills Seminar, and improve the mentoring and advising systems.  Academic Affairs will also research and evaluate the grading system.  These goals, in addition to others, will be the tenet by which we strive for academic excellence.”
