Biography
As the co-host of CNN's legendary Crossfire, Paul Begala debates politics, the media and culture with the sharpest minds of our time - and he does so with wit, passion and a great sense of humor. 
As counselor to President Clinton, Paul helped define and defend the Administration's agenda, from the State of the Union Address to the economic, domestic and international issues the White House faces each day. He was also one of the Administration's principal public spokesmen.

Perhaps the greatest tribute to Paul Begala's service as one of the top advisors to the president of the United States is that the character Josh Lyman on the hit TV series West Wing is said to be based on Paul. (Though his mother prefers to think the Rob Lowe character more closely resembles him.) 

Begala first gained national prominence with partner Carville in the political consulting firm of Carville & Begala. As such he was a senior strategist for the Clinton-Gore Presidential Campaign in 1992. He and Carville also helped direct the political strategy of numerous other campaigns across the country and around the world, including Brazilian President Fernando Henrique Cardoso, Dominican President Hipolito Mejia and Greek Prime Minister Constantine Mitsotakis. 

He helped his friend John F. Kennedy, Jr. launch the political magazine George and wrote the Capitol Hillbilly column, but left the magazine after John passed away. He has also written for Esquire magazine and The Washington Monthly, and is the author of the New York Times best-selling book Is Our Children Learning? The Case Against George W. Bush. His book, Buck Up, Suck Up, and Come Back When You Foul Up, was written with James Carville and is also a New York Times best seller. His latest book, Its Still the Economy Stupid: George W. Bush, The GOP's CEO, published by Simon and Schuster. 

Begala is a research professor of government and public policy at Georgetown University, where he teaches undergraduates in the Department of Government and graduate students in the Georgetown Public Policy Institute. 

Paul received his BA in Government and his law degree from the University of Texas at Austin, where he was student body president. In addition to his current post at Georgetown, Paul has taught at the University of Texas, lectured at Oxford University in England, and participated in symposia at schools including Harvard, Princeton and Columbia. 
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
