WHEREAS, Title II Section 113 of the Student Code stipulates the election process of Student Congress;   

WHEREAS,Title II Section 113 stipulates that new congressional districts must be approved prior to January 1st, 2005;   

WHEREAS,  a blank bill has been introduced because there are several competing proposals for establishing new congressional districts.

THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH CAROLINA AT CHAPEL HILL THAT:

Section 113.  Student Congress Districts.  

A. Approval.  New districts for electing member to the Student Congress shall be approved by the Student Congress by January 1, 1998 and reviewed every two years thereafter.  Graduate Districts shall be approved by the Graduate and Professional Student Federation and the Congress.  

B. Process.  With the assistance of the elections board the Rules and Judiciary Committee of the Congress shall undertake a study and review of election districts in the fall of 1997 and every two years thereafter.  The Rules and Judiciary Committee shall conduct public hearings and recommend districts for the Congress.

C.  Update.  It shall be the responsibility of the Elections Board to update the Office of the Registrar as to any new or altered elections districts.

D. Districts Until January 1st, 2005:

Until new districts are approved prior to January 1st, 2005, the seats in the Student Congress shall be allocated in districts as follows:

Undergraduate Seats

District 1:  (4 seats) North Campus to include Spencer, Kenan, McIver, Alderman, Old East, Old West,

Grimes, Mangum, Manly, Ruffin, Aycock/Graham, Lewis, Alexander, Connor, Winston, Joyner,

Cobb, Odum Village, Everett,  and Stacey.

District 2:  (2 seats) Middle Campus to include Carmichael, Whitehead, Teague, Parker, Avery.

District 3:  (7 seats) South Campus to include Craige, Ehringhaus, Hinton James, Morrison, Morrison

South, Ehringhaus South, Hinton James North, Craige North.

District 4 (two seats): Granville Towers.

District 5 (one seat): Houses under the supervision of the Office of Greek Affairs.

District 6 (nine seats): Undergraduates not living on campus, in Greek Housing, or in Granville Towers

Graduate Seats

District 7 (four seats): Arts and Sciences and Humanities (five seats): Arts and Sciences, School of Education, School of Government, Continuing Studies

District 8 (fours seats) Professional Schools: School of Business, School of Law, School of Information and Library Science, School of Journalism and Mass Communication, Off Campus Studies.

District 9 (six seats) Medical Schools: School of Dentistry, School of Social Work, School of Nursing, School of Public Health, School of Pharmacy, School of Medicine.

Rider 1: New districts will take effect during the next full election.
