We are also happy to inform that many Regional Associa�ons and Temples 

such as TGA, RTPMM, Orissa, TTGA, TUTA, HVM,SEWA and BAPS are par�cipa�ng in HSNC food 

and mask programs. We are indeed grateful to them for joining us.  This is providing a new 

face and iden�ty to HSNC.  

We started “Mission 2020” in a very passionate and collabora�ve manner with clear goals for 

each commi'ee and Boards. Our focus is to provide the best of services and programs to 

members, renters, organiza�on and devotees. We are determined to clean and improve our 

facili�es & campus with main focus on temple upli=. We are also working with Town of 

Morrisville for combining our different lots into one HSNC property.  Ins�tu�onal zoning will 

clear the path to build HSNC campus to meet our religious, cultural, educa�onal, & social 

requirements with added focus on seniors and youth.

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COVID 19 PANDEMIC  
 

The coronavirus disease 19 (COVID-19) is a highly transmi'able and pathogenic viral infec�on caused by severe acute res-

piratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARSCoV-2), which emerged in Wuhan, China and spread around the world..  

 

On 30th January 2020, World Health Organiza�on (WHO) officially declared the COVID19 epidemic as a public health emer-

gency of interna�onal concern. In United States the first posi�ve case was iden�fied on January 19, 2020 in Washington 

state. The first posi�ve case in North Carolina was reported on March 3rd, 2020. 

 

COVID-19 is a new disease and there is limited informa�on regarding risk factors for severe disease. Based on currently 

available informa�on and clinical exper�se, older adults and people of any age who have serious underlying medical condi-

�ons might be at higher risk for severe illness from COVID-19. The clinical symptoms of COVID-19 may appear 2-14 days 

a=er exposure to the virus. Clinical Symptoms: Fever, Cough, Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing, Chills, Muscle pain, 

are common ones. 

 

How COVID19 Spreads: 

♦ There is currently no vaccine to prevent coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19).  

♦ The best way to prevent illness is to avoid being exposed to this virus.  

♦ The virus is thought to spread mainly from person-to-person.  

♦ Between people who are in close contact with one another (within about 6 feet).  

♦ Through respiratory droplets produced when an infected person coughs, sneezes or talks.  

♦ These droplets can land in the mouths or noses of people who are nearby or possibly be inhaled into the lungs. 

 

How to Protect Yourself: 

♦ Clean your hands o=en—Wash your hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds especially a=er you have been 

in a public place or a=er blowing your nose, coughing or sneezing.  

♦ If Soap and water not readily available, use a hand sani�zer that contains at least 60% alcohol. Cover all surfaces of 

your hands and rub them together un�l they feel dry.  

♦ Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth with unwashed hands. 

♦ Avoid close contact with people who are sick  

♦ Cover your mouth and nose with a cloth face cover when around others  

♦ Cover coughs and sneezes, remember to always cover your mouth and nose with a �ssue when you cough or sneeze or 

close the inside of your elbow. 

♦ Clean and disinfect frequently touched surfaces daily. This includes tables, doorknobs, light switches, countertops, han-

dles, desks, phones, keyboards, toilets, faucets and sink. 

 

What to expect in future:  

Currently implemented interven�ons and the corresponding reduc�ons in transmission will con�nue to be upheld in the 

future, resul�ng in an overall decrease in the growth rate of COVID-19. Over the course of the forecast, we shall assume 

that the growth will decrease over �me. 

Also, social distancing policies in place will be extended for the future weeks. Con�nue to prac�ce – how to protect yourself 

from above. Please remember, even if NC opens a=er May 8
th

, we are s�ll not “out of the woods”, regardless reaching a 

stable number of new infec�ons and hospitaliza�ons
