I'm glad to hear that you are interested in supporting some type of 
candidate forum.  I will be participating in an event at Duke on April 
25th in the late morning. At present, it is not clear if the other 
campaigns will be participating in the Duke event or if they will be 
invited for later discussions. 

It would be great to have a discussion at UNC that afternoon or evening. 
The key question is whether the event is initiated/sponsored by the 
University or if it is initiated by the Obama campaign and held at the 
University. Tim who Chairs the Institute for the Environment at the 
University has offered to provide some institutional support in the event 
that we opt to pursue a campaign initiated event.
