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Description

The Doors of Honor will be a two panel polychrome wood based mixed media door with ten bronze cast faces located at the entrance of the gallery of the new Sonja Haynes Stone Center for Black Culture and History at The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  The bronze faces will represent the students who participated in the creation of the Center and the building.  A door lock reminiscent of Dogon granary door locks will be installed over a modern secure lock system.

The Process

The faces of ten former students who actually participated in the creation of the building will be used as models.  The bronze faces will be made using live mask imprints decorated with Afro-centric markings.  The faces will be cast in bronze and adhered to the doors.  Since the number of faces will be limited and will not be able to accommodate all former students, the selection of models should be decided by a committee or by lottery.  It should be noted that the faces are not intended to represent any particular individual, rather the group of students who made the Center and the building possible.  

The artist will meet with the models to make the molds in his studio in Decatur, GA during the month of January 2004.  In order to accommodate models unable to get to the artist’s studio, the artist will travel to the campus of UNC, Chapel Hill one weekend in January 2004.  The bronze faces will be cast in Atlanta, GA and the doors will be fabricated in the artist’s studios in Decatur, GA. in the summer 2004 and delivered to UNC, Chapel Hill at the end of the summer.
