¤ What is it?

V-Day is an organized response against violence toward women.

V-Day is a demand: Rape, incest, battery, genital mutilation and        

sexual slavery must end.

¤ Why does V-Day exist?
The National College Women Sexual Victimization Study estimated that between 1 in 4 and 1in 5 college women experience completed or attempted rape during their college years; more than half of all rapes of women occur before age 18 (Fisher 2000).
An estimated one million children, mostly girls, enter the sex trade each year (UNICEF).

Somewhere in America a woman is bettered, usually by her intimate partner, every 15 seconds. (UN Study On The Status of Women, Year 2000)

Globally, at least 1 in 3 women and girls had been beaten or sexually abused in her lifetime. (UN Commission on the Statue of women, 2/28/00)

¤ UNC V-Day
The V-day Committee organizes a ‘V-Week’ full of events to increase awareness on our campus about violence against women and to raise funds for the Orange County Rape Crisis Center, and Interact in Raleigh. 

The V-day production group is in charge of The Vagina Monologues performances, which wrap up ‘V-Week’ and are the main fundraiser for V-day.
