SPOTLIGHT ON HISTORY

During the Civil War the Confederate Signal Corps established a
station just north of Southport (Smithville) at Price's Creek Light
House to guide blockade runners entering the river at New Inlet.

A soldier at the signal station in 1864 wrote:

With my usual good fortune, I have met here several
cf the kind of friends I made two years ago in
Wilmington. They are spending the summer here in
Smithville and have introduced me to all the nice
people in this truly pleasant village. Insomuch
that every day since I have been here various
servants, bearing white-covered dishes of delicacies,
or fruit, or books, with notes of compliments from
the ladies might have been seen wending their way
toward the Signal Quarters where I reside.

The young man who wrote thils letter was Sidney Lanier, the great
American poet and writer.
