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A BILL TO IMPROVE STUDENT REPRESENTATION
	



WHEREAS, There are forty-one total seats in the Student Congress of the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, divided into twenty-six seats for undergraduate students and fifteen seats for graduate/professional students;

WHEREAS, The election of undergraduate Student Congress members needs restructuring to more efficiently and accurately represent students;

WHEREAS, members are currently elected based on their district of residence with no possibility of first-year student representatives and thus decreased continuity of student leadership through Congress

WHEREAS, students elected on the basis of year-level are potentially a more inclusive, diverse, and representative group of leaders than students elected based on residence-hall, since differences between students of different year levels may be more pronounced than students living on different parts of campus
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THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH CAROLINA AT CHAPEL HILL THAT: 

Title VI Chapter 2 Section 201 of the Student Code be amended to contain the election of Undergraduate Student Congress Members in the Fall General Election instead of the Spring General Election

Title II Chapter 1 Article I Section 100 be amended to no longer include requirements of residence districts, but instead requirements of year-level at UNC for undergraduate Student Congress members

Title II Chapter 1 Article I Section 103 be amended to no longer divide the representation into districts, but instead by year-level. There will be 4 year levels: First-Year, Second-Year, Third-Year, and Fourth-Year. Each distinct group will be allotted 5 representatives, and there will be 6 at-large representatives to give a total of 26 undergraduate Student Congress Members. The 5 representatives of each class will only be voted on by their respective class members, while the at-large representatives can be elected by the entire undergraduate population
