8:10 – Quick chronology of campaign so far

4/4 – march and rally to south building, delivered a letter to the chancellor asking for a meeting with him, aramark management, to discuss the Vel situation

chancellor refuses meeting, offers to send his minions instead

We say we wont stay if he isn’t there, he again indicated that he won’t be there.

Representatives of the coalition go to the meeting, quick conversation with the minions, give them the letter stating evidence of anti-union activity and walked out

Presented press conference announcing the wait-in until Monday and that there would be escalating action after that

4/13/05 – Wait-in starts!

8:00 

- Wait-in, admin freaks out a bit, brief encounter with him in the hallway at 8:30, issued another statement that we would continue to wait for a meeting with our coalition

11:30 Chancellor agrees to meet with the people in the hallway

· We said that we want the university to meet with Aramark with student/worker input and a follow-up meeting with Moeser and the coalition. 

· Moeser agreed to a meeting with Aramark to discuss a meeting with students, and that after that students would meet with “an appropriate representative of the university”. 

· University council said she would speak with the campus police but that the university would not investigate the intimidation and anti-union charges itself. 

· Moeser claimed that he is not allowed to take a stand on card-check. Sent some stuff about right-to-work that doesn’t specifically reference his ability to make a statement (we think he’s fibbing here). Said he would write some kind of statement in support of an intimidation-free working environment.

· University Counsel wants to know specific dates and times of Vel’s union activity, which Vel and Al will talk about providing.

8:30 

Well, what do we do now?

Can we be in the first meeting between the university counsel and Aramark?

· they already said the university was meeting with Aramark, so was that a concession? The campus police meeting is a new thing.

· also excluded workers from his meeting guarantee, but we will bring them anyway

· how do we find out where the meeting is, where do they have to list it and how do we get the info?

· Should we send a letter saying we want our negotiating team to be at the first meeting with Aramark, asking where and when the meeting will be, and whether he tells us or not, just show up and demand to participate?

What can we do to show some force?

· There’s a worker rally on Wednesday, 4PM, in The Pit. We will show up. 

· Autonomous groups can plan actions independently

· Group can plan guerilla theater actions

· Have a presence at Vel’s trial (April 22nd)? Wear all black and a sticker and sit in the courtroom. Try to get workers to come also.

· Be in the Pit every day, give buttons out as soon as we get them

· Try to get people involved more actively with a call-in day

· Get the chancellor to issue a statement that he supports the right of workers to unionize

· Go to a chancellor’s open house April 26th, 4-5 in the Stone Center

So for now:

1. Virginia & Nicole will write a letter to Moeser for tomorrow about him issuing a statement (public, call a press conference) and our negotiating team being at the meeting

2. Al & Vel will bring info to next week’s meeting about the hearing on the 22nd.

3. Make a new phone-bomb banner for the Pit tomorrow (Aaron & JP)

4. Guerilla theater group will meet briefly tonight (Melanie)

5. Autonomous actions groups will also meet ASAP

6. Sarah will try to get US a table at Earth Day, and we’ll try to find a place to table or just flyer at Apple Chill. Jillian will work on materials.
