The question is, "Will the University become more honest and more just in the way it presents its history?"  And a related question is, "Will that discussion be democratic, or will it be restricted and deformed by rich donors to the University, by power and privilege?"  [by apologists for white supremacy and  by defenders of UNC's--a, by extension, North Carolina's--progressive mystique]

These are the questions that our movement for historical truth seeks to answer.  Our goal is to promote a democratic discussion of the University's history, so that our community can benefit from a more honest and just presentation of the road that brought us here.  Our hope is that we can learn how the past has brought us to the present and how it affects our lives today, so that we can work for  a more just society with greater wisdom and power.
